1. Lamb must be spotless - 1-5
Deliverance marks new beginning for Israel
Lamb carefully selected for each family — 3-4
Lamb must be without blemish - 5
2. Lamb must be slain — 6-7
Death of a substitute brings deliverance
Blood to be applied to door of each house
3. Lamb must be eaten - 8-11
There is personal assimilation of sacrifice
Eat it as directed by God — 8-9
Eat it completely — 10
Eat it in faith — ready to go — 11
4. Christ is our Passover Lamb

Our Unleavened bread

Every firstborn in Egypt will die

2. Applied blood is token of faith -13
Judgment will pass that house

3. Memorial meal to be kept - 14-20
Feast of Passover to be celebrated — 14
Seven days of unleavened bread — 15-20

New first month — 14" day - 18

4. Faith expressed in obedience - 21-28
Moses told Israel what God said — 21-27
Israelites did what God told them to do - 28

1. Death of firstborn in Egypt — 29-36
Pharaoh & Egyptians suffer loss — 29-30
Urge Moses & Israel to leave Egypt — 31-33
Israel gathered their belongings to go - 34
Egyptians gave whatever was asked — 35-36
2. Deliverance begins -12:37-41
Israel departs from Egypt — 37-38

600,000 men on foot plus women & children
A mixed multitude (non-Israelites) went also

3. Firstborn belongs to God - 13:1-16
Redeemed ones belong to God
Teach the coming generations
